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L. GENERAL INFORMATION
Within the ITACA project (https://organismi.unicatt.it/itaca-project/en.html), a Call for Applications is
issued by the University of Urbino Carlo Bo (UNIURB) to award grants to a maximum of 8 candidates
to attend the Winter School in “The effects of digitalization on globalization and cross-cultural
processes” based in Urbino, Italy.

Target Audience and eligibility requirements

This Call is specifically addressed to applicants who meet the following eligibility requirements:

@ legal residence in one of the following African countries: Kenya, Tunisia, Uganda, Madagascar,
Rwanda, Ethiopia, Morocco, Zimbabwe, Mozambique, Ghana;

& bachelor’s degree (or equivalent) in disciplines closely related to management, marketing,
entrepreneurship, communication or digitalization. Candidates with a bachelor's degree from
other fields may be considered if they demonstrate experience or a strong interest in the program’s
focus areas;

@ minimum B1 level of English (according to the summary of Common European Framework
Reference approved by the Council of Europe - for info visit https://europass.europa.eu/en/common-
european-framework-reference-language-skills).

Benefits of the Grant

Selected participants will benefit from:

® A fully funded Winter School at the University of Urbino Carlo Bo in Italy, with a blend of teaching
topics in the field of digitalization, business economics and management, marketing and cross-cultural
communication.

® Coverage of mobility costs: flight, visa, accommodation and subsistence costs for the whole mobility
period.

(® Access to library and services offered to students by the University of Urbino Carlo Bo

Aim of the Course, Activities allowed and requested at the destination

Participation includes 40 days of attendance of the Winter School Program at UNIURB net of travel days.
The Winter School Program starts on November 10t and ends on December 20, 2025 (provisional
period).

The aim of this Winter School is to provide students with a solid understanding of how digital technologies,
including artificial intelligence and digital marketing, can be effectively applied in the management of
international businesses. The course also aims to develop advanced skills in management and marketing
necessary for successful operation in global and intercultural contexts. Particular attention will be given
to intercultural and corporate communication, intercultural marketing, and social media marketing
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strategies, highlighting how these tools influence global dynamics and business internationalization

processes.

The attendance of the Program is mandatory.

Certificate of attendance

The Winter School releases a Certificate of Attendance to all students who have successfully completed
the program.

A minimum attendance of two-thirds of the scheduled classroom lessons is required to obtain the
Certificate of Attendance and to receive the full grant.

The Winter School is a training product designed in a joint perspective with the African Universities partners
of the ITACA project.

Il. FINANCIAL SUPPORT

Through the funds of the PNRR_TNE_ITACA Project, in addition to funding the attendance to the Winter
School Program, the University of Urbino Carlo Bo will cover the following mobility costs to selected
participants:

a) Flight tickets costs (maximum value for travel is € 2.000,00)
b) Subsistence and accommodation costs (maximum value per day foreseen for 40 days is € 100,00)
c) Visa costs (maximum value is € 150,00)

Forms and conditions of financial support will be communicated to and will have to be accepted by selected
participants within the Mobility Agreement.
The above listed amounts are inclusive of taxes and charges.

UNIURB reserves the right to compensate between expense items within the maximum amount of the grant
and in accordance with its internal regulations.

In the event of attendance of less than two-thirds of the scheduled classroom lessons, the daily
subsistence financial support will be reduced proportionally.
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In case of failure of departure or interruption of the mobility, participants must refund UNIURB of the
occurred costs.

It's expressly prohibited the double funding of the above-mentioned mobility costs.
lll. APPLICATION PROCEDURE AND DEADLINE

Deadline for the applications: August 20t 2025 12 CET

Contents of the application

The Application form must be filled in and include the following mandatory documents:

a. Passport copy (valid for at least six months after the expected end date of the mobility) showing both
personal details and legal residence in one of the eligible African countries (see Target Audience
and eligibility requirements). Alternatively, copy of a valid ID accompanied by receipt of the passport
release/renewal request;

b. Curriculum Vitae in European format (for info htips://europass.europa.eu/en/create-europass-cv)
describing e.g. education and training, professional background, previous experiences abroad, etc.;

c. Motivation letter;

d. Bachelor's degree, including the exams and the final grade achieved;

e. Self-declaration of English proficiency (minimum B1 level).

The Application may include the following optional documents:
a. Certificate of enrolment or Degree in a Master Course at one of the African Universities
partners of the ITACA project (Foreign Associated Members);
b. Certificate of English proficiency (proving the declared level) released by a university or a third
entity.

IV. SELECTION PROCEDURE

Selection Criteria
Applications will be evaluated on a total score out of 26 points, according to the following criteria:

@ Clarity and coherence of the motivations with the goals and contents of the Winter School also
with reference to the academic achievements (max 12 points)

Coherence of previous experience, education and work background with the Winter School (max
6 points)

Language proficiency in English (max 1,5 points — 2 if certified)

Status of current Master Students or Alumni (graduate students) of the following African
Universities (as ITACA Foreign Associated Members) (+3 points)

Promotion of gender equality - women (+1 point)

Promotion of generational equality - age of the candidate: from 18-35 (+2 points), from 36-45
(+ 1 point), from 46 and above (0 points)

In case of equal scores between 2 applicants, preference will be given:
@ 1s'to women
@ 2nd to the younger applicant.

A minimum of overall 12 points must be reached by candidates to be admitted to funding the mobility
grants.
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Candidates who are eligible but not awarded a PNRR/TNE mobility grant will be placed on a reserve list.
In the event a withdrawal by a grant winner, these candidates may participate in the mobility program.

Selection Committee

The Selection Committee will consist of 3 UNIURB professors plus a 4" supply member, as stated:

- Dr. llaria Curina (Supply Member)

The results of the selection procedure will be communicated to all applicants and the final ranking of the
admitted candidates will be published on the ITACA project official website.

UNIURB reserves the right not to activate the Course if the confirmed participants are less than 8.
V. POST-SELECTION REQUIREMENTS

The selected candidate will receive the Admission Letter by email together with the Mobility Agreement
detailing the procedures for the disbursement of the grant. Further documentation necessary for the
program will be requested by email by UNIURB. The Mobility Agreement, and any additional
documentation, must be countersigned for acceptance by the selected candidate and sent to
UNIURB no later than 4 days upon notification.

Selected participants will have to autonomously provide for a comprehensive insurance for the
whole duration of the mobility covering health, accidents and repatriation costs.

Selected participants will be required to comply with the disciplinary and safety regulations in force at the
locations where the activities will be carried out.

If the Italian Ministry of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation advises against travelling to Italy, or
if UNIURB, after consulting the involved parties, considers it unsafe for participants to stay at the
destination location, the mobility period may be suspended, modified, interrupted or cancelled. Selected
participants are invited to carefully assess the risks associated with the mobility period and to review the
security measures adopted by the destination country by visiting the official website of the Italian Ministry
of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation (https://www.viaggiaresicuri.it).

Grounds for Rejection

UNIURB reserves the right to refuse the disbursement of the mobility grant based on the following

reasons:

- Failure of selected participants to submit the required information to UNIURB within the given
deadlines.

- Non-compliance with the mobility agreement and procedures set forth by the UNIURB.

- Issues related to entry and stay regulations in the host country.

VI. PROCESSING OF PERSONAL DATA
